[bookmark: _GoBack]Bylaws are directive of rule or rules made and maintained by an authority. 

Rules or restrictions can be in the form of bylaw regulations that are meant to control human or societal behavior by restriction or unrestricted guidelines and rules.

Regulations take different forms: some restrictions being legal promulgated by government authority, many industries are self-regulation by trade association that having bylaws for social regulations. 

An adopted “Constitution” or “Documented bylaws” are a master document of rules, practices, procedure and regulations governing a group or organization. 

In society the association or group process is adopted in bylaws and/or amend to the bylaws. This is achieved by the tabulated action of voting. A quorum vote thus accepts or declines the group, association or organization overall desire into or out of bylaw rules.  

Rules need “Rules of Order” in order to function. 
Many smaller association groups choose to accept Robert’s Rules of Order as a basis of the group’s rules. Robert’s rules of order adopted into a constitution provide a base of parliamentary procedure that is based on consideration of rights. The said rights are of the majority, minority and individual members including absentee members and rights of all group members together as a whole.

Robert’s rules of order works on parliamentary law, based in its general principles upon the rules and practice of Congress, but adapted, in its details, to the use of ordinary societies, groups and associations. 

Associations written bylaws govern the management of the group or organization and are enforceable by laws of the Group, the City, County,  State or the Federal laws of the of the land of the United States of America. 

In accordance with regulations of the bylaw as agreed upon by members of the group society association the common laws of the group are by means bylaws applied to the group membership. Written bylaws of an association or group have the scope, direction and acceptable behavioral description guidelines written into the bylaws.  
















NOTE: The bylaws of most common associations and groups are changeable.

a. Bylaws are a written predictable type rules with predictable regulations.

Can an order being an execution of “an action” by a purported President of a non-profit association be carried out without debate by the membership of the association if in fact the bylaws of the non-profit state Robert’s Rules of Order are the governing guidelines of the non-profits?  

When it comes to termination of a membership and the “bylaws” have no written means of termination of membership written into the bylaws of the association can a member be terminated without debate by the members?

Does a group or association’s “bylaws” supersede the City, County and State or Federal laws?

I was left with one question “is the action or process of regulating or being regulated truly regulated”.
